General Guidelines

(1) The Congress is open to bona fide high school students and their advisers.

(2) Each participating school can send a maximum of ten (10) participants inclusive of contestants for the
Chemistry Quiz and Investigatory Project Poster Competition. This number does not include the advisers.

(3) Registration fees are as follows:

RULES and MECHANICS for K&ehool Chemistry Quiz

Manner of Holding the Contest

A maximum of two (2) team representatives shall be allowed per participating school. All contestants must be bona
fide high school students of each participating school. Each team shall be composed of two (2) members and one (1)
alternate. The alternate shall be allowed to substitute any of the team members only during the Final stage and
before the start of each round.

Questions in the contest will cover topics in High School Chemistpyand may be of the following types: multiple choice,
identification, and problem solving.

Questions shall be solicited from PACS member societies and the Board of Judges. The Board of Judges shall evaluate
and select the questions that will be used in the contest.

The following rules shall be followed concerning protests:

(a) Only the team captain may raise protests or complaints.

(b) All protests shall be forwarded to the Board of Judges for the decision.

(c) The Board of Judges will entertain only those protests or complaints regarding the preceding question and before
the next question is asked.

(d) The Board of Judges will be given a maximum of ten (10) minutes to resolve protest, after which, the contest will
resume. Should the judges fail to resolve in the allotted time, the question will be held in abeyance until it has
been resolved.

(e) The decision of the Board of Judges is final.

The Contest Proper
The contest shall consist of two (2) stages, namely: the Elminatiostage and the Finaktage.
Every contestant is checked with a valid school identification card for verification before the start of the contest.

Scratch papers shall be provided. No reference books or notes are allowed during the contest.

Calculators are allowed and shall be subjected to inspection prior to their use. Pocket computers or programmable
calculators are not allowed to be used during the contest.

Coaching from the audience of the participating schools during the contest proper is not allowed.

Any violation incurred by a team in relation to rule numbers. 3, 4, and 5, shall be a ground for disqualification of the
team from the contest.

A. Elimination Stage

(1) The Elimination stage shall be a written test. Each member of a team shall take the test. After the test papers have
been checked, the score of each team will be determined according to the total points earned by its members.

(2) The top ten (10) teams in the Elimination stage shall qualify for the Final stage.

(3) Any tie(s) in the Elimination Stage will be resolved using one or more clincher questions until the tie is broken.

B. Final Stage

(1) The team score in the Elimination stage shall not be carried into the Final Stage.

(2) The Final stage shall consist of Easy, Average, andDifficult rounds.

(3) An alternate shall only be allowed to substitute a team member at the beginning of each round.

(4) All answers shall be reported in their proper significant figures and units. Incomplete answer shall be considered

a SWRONGANSWEROG.

(5) All teams will be provided with official answer sheets where they write their final answers legibly and properly.

(6) The Easy round shall consist of ten (10) questions, and the points shall be awarded as follows:

Correct answer: 2 points
Wrong answer: -1 point
No answer: 0 point

(7) The Average round shall consist of ten (10) questions, and the points shall be awarded as follows:

Correct answer: 4 points
Wrong answer: -2 points
No answer: 0 point

(8) The Difficult round shall consist of ten (10) questions, and the points shall be awarded as follows:

Correct answer: 6 points
Wrong answer: -3 points
No answer: 0 point

(9) In each round, Teams shall be given a maximum number of chances to have O NO ANSWER, 6 after
ANSWERGS s hal IOWRDEG A N $1\WE FRidhe Easg round, teams are given two (2) chances, and for

the Average and Difficult rounds, teams are given three (3) chances. Unused chances cannot be carried over to the
next rounds.
(10) The time limit fo answer each question shall be announced before the question is read.

(11) Questions shall be read twice.

(12) After the Final stage, ties shall be resolved among teams of equal standing in the following manner:
(a) Three (3) clincher questions shall be asked with the same point system as the Difficult round.

(b) If after the three questions, there is still a tie, then additional clincher questions will be asked one by one until
one team gets a score higher than the other(s). The same procedure shall be applied, if necessary until the

first, second, and third places are won with no tie involved.

(13) The team with the highest total score after the Final stage of the contest proper shall be declared the CHAMPION.
The SECOND and THIRD places shall be declared the FIRST RUNNER-UP and SECOND RUNNER-UP, respectively.

(14) Winners will be given cash prizes, trophies, and medals.

I1l. Other Matters

All other matters not taken up in the above-mentioned rules and regulations shall be referred to the Secretariat of
the Congress. Its decision on matters regarding the addition or deletion of rules shall be final.

RULES and MECHANICS for Investigatory Project Poster Competition

(1) The Investigatory Project Poster Competition is open to bona fide students of participating schools.
(2) The research paper must cover any chemistry or chemistry-related topics.
(3) Only three (3) research papers per participating school shall be allowed.

(4) Participants are required to submit their abstracts as word or pdf files using the following format:

9 Title of paper should be in bold capital letters and centered.

(5) Abstracts may be submitted on-line, by e-mail at pacswebmaster@philippindeem.org or through fax at
9114186 on or before November 23, 2007. Contact details of author(s) must be included in the email or
facsimile.

(6) Entries who have qualified for the congress will be notified immediately.

(7) Qualified entries must present a poster of their research paper on the day of the Congress. The poster must
follow the following specifications:

1 Write-up Entries: ABSTRACT, INTRODUCTION, METHODOLOGY, RESULTS AND DISCUSSION, CONCLUSION,
and RECOMMENDATION (include necessary pictures, figures, tables, etc.).
9 Text: can be of any font type and font size as long as it is LEGIBLE, avoid fancy fonts and colors.
9 Background image (if any): avoid background images that are too fancy or too distracting.

(8) An area will be provided for the placement of posters.

(9) Each poster must have one (1) presenting author only. The absence of the presenting author shall mean the
disqualification of the poster entry. A presenting author can represent only one research poster.

(10)The time for the judging of posters shall be announced at the start of the opening ceremonies. During judging,
the judges shall approach each poster and asses its merits according to a set of criteria. During this time, the
presenting author must be at hand to answer questions from the judges.

(11) The entry with the highest score shall be awarded the FIRST PRIZE, while the entries with the second and third
highest scores shall be awarded the SECOND and THIRD PRIZES, respectively.

(12)Winners will be given cash prizes, and medals.
